The Notting Hill Carnival
‘e Notting HI Carnival Carnival’) was held inside St Pancras Hall. The event

‘The Notting Hill Carnival
is now one of the largest
carnivals in the world and
attracts over one million
visitors every year. The
colourful and multicultural
event is held over the August
bank holiday weekend and
centres around a carnival
parade of colourful floats.
Around 50, 000 costumed
dancers and performers are

1n 2020, the Notting Hill
Carnival was cancelled for
the first time, owing to the
COVIDA19 pandemic.
