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George Washington Carver

George Washington Carver was an American
inventor, agricultural scientist and educator. He rose
from a childhood of poverty to become a university
professor famous for transforming farming in the
USA' Deep South by finding ways to help improve
soil quality. He also developed hundreds of products
using peanuts, soya beans and sweet potatoes.

George was born in Diamond, Missouri in around 1864 at a plantation:

large farm where people who were enslaved were forced to work and live.

People who were enslaved were denied their basic freedoms and forced

to work without pay. They were legally owned and could be bought and.

sold by someone else. Enslavement became illegal in 1865 when George

was just a toddler but he stayed on the plantation with his brother. The

plantation owners raised him like a son until he was around 11 years

old. During this time, George spent a lot of time in the fields and developed

keen fascination with plant lfe. This knowledge meant that he could often heal
sick plants. This earned him the nickname 'the plant doctor’

Struggle for Education

George left the plantation when he
was 11 years old and set off on foot
to find an education. He travelled
around, staying with different families
in return for doing simple jobs. In his
spare time, he would read and study.
He was turned away from one school
because he was Black but in 1880,
when George was in his late twenties,
he finally managed to
his high school education. For the
same reason, George failed to get @

complete

place at several
universities until
he was finally
accepted at lowa State Agricultural
College in 1890. George was the first
Black student to attend. He received
a Bachelor of Science degree in 1894
and a Master of Agriculture degree in
1896. After graduating, George took
the position of Head of Agriculture at
a new university in Alabama called
the Tuskegee Institute.
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When he was at the institute, George was asked to investigate how to fix problems
with the quality of the soil in the Deep South, which had been ruined by many
years of growing cotton.

While travelling around, George noticed that farmers and their families were
living in poverty. His desire to help them encouraged him to find a solution to the
soil problems. George carried out extensive research in his laboratory and found
that the land could be used to grow other crops successfully, such as peanuts,
sweet potatoes, black-eyed peas and soya beans. Over time, these plants also
improved the quality of the soil so it could be used again for other crops.
